Directions to Eshkol Payis Shfaram
From Hamovil Junction: Take Route 79 towards Haifa. After you pass Bir Elmaksour on the right, turn next right (approx 1.5 km later) at the Shfaram (East) entrance, next to a Galil petrol station (green). Turn right and keep going straight all the way. You pass 5 roundabouts (the 1st is next to the gas station) and the Eshkol Payis is immediately after the 6th roundabout on the right side of the main street. There are plenty of free parking areas close by.
From Somech Junction: Take Route 79 towards Nazareth. You need to turn right at the 3rd exit for Shfaram called Shfaram (East) which is after the turn off for Shfaram Center and Adi/Harduf. Follow the road round under the bridge towards the Galil petrol station (green) and continue straight over all the roundabouts (see above).
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
