Learning by Doing

Here are some possible ways to adapt the exercises whereby:

· the main objective is retained      

· pupils are actively engaged and therefore 'learning by doing'. 

1. Elicit and list lexical items from the unit. Ask pupils to suggest and prepare an activity for their friends to practice review the meanings of the items.

2. Ask pupils to prepare a similar exercise using newly learned lexical items and combining them with previously learned items.

3. Elicit and list topics covered and/or lexical items – ask pupils to suggest categories and/or categorise lexical items. Prepare poster/exercise for friends.

4. Have selection of pictures. Scaffold the task by eliciting and listing possibilities for sentences. Pupils select pictures and write appropriate sentences. Make a book, true/false exercise for friends.
