c) Lack of awareness of spelling rules or acceptable letter combinations(babys/babies;glod/glowed; pequler/peculiar

Vowel confusion also.(than /then)

d)Sounds are misheard,missing or missequenced(steet/street;theer/three;cappalled/collapsed)

e)motor:handwriting/repetition/telescoping(rember/remember)Substituting one word for another/omittingletters unintentionally

f) Other language interference.Note if it is pronunciation,syntactical,semantic

Look for patterns of error (motha /mother,fatha /father summa/summer; gaet/gate nies/nice ,saet/side)
