Additional Techniques

· PWP comprehension exercise: Use a short film clip like an audio exercise and prepare activities for pre, while and post watching.

· Vision off: Cover the projector and get students to listen to the clip. Give students some questions to answer for example: 

Scene without dialogue:


What can you hear? 

What time of day is it?


Where /when is the scene set?

Scene with dialogue:


How many people are there? 


Where are they?


What's the relationship between them?


What are they wearing? 


How do they feel?

Students then watch the clip again to check their predictions.

· Sound off: Play the clip with no sound. Students have to guess what the characters are talking about and can write the dialogue. Students then watch the clip again with the sound to see if their predictions/dialogue is the same as what they have written.

· Who does/says what? : Students match the activities a character does/says to the character.

· Ordering events: Students watch a scene and then are given the events of the clip on strips of paper. They then have to put the events in the correct order.

· Labelling: students make a list of objects they see under a certain category/categories or tick the objects they see in the clip.

· Freeze frame: Pause a scene and show the students. Elicit language e.g. clothes, colours, appearance, feelings.

· Watch and observe: Students select from a list of activities which ones they see while watching the clip.

· Pause and predict: Play the start of your chosen film clip and pause before an exciting/unexpected action happens. Students have to guess what happens next and write down their predictions. Students then watch the remainder of the scene to see if they were correct.
