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From Tzomet Golani road: Turn left at Tzomet Eilaboun and continue uphill to Maghar. Turn right at the traffic circle in the village and drive downhill. Then take the first right (at the bottom of the valley). Continue until you see the Eshkol Hapayis building on the left (in the same complex as the Pisga).

From the direction of Karmiel along the Akko/Tsfat road: Turn right into Maghar after Tsomet Hananya and continue through the center of Maghar on the main road. Turn left at the traffic circle in the village, and drive downhill. Then take the first right (at the bottom of the valley). Continue until you see the Eshkol Hapayis building on the left (in the same complex as the Pisga).
