From Read Aloud to Reading for Pleasure- From Foundation Level to Intermediate Level
Foundation

Read Aloud
Why? Teachers can enhance phonemic awareness, to model reading and teach basic reading strategies, to teach basic vocabulary, to expose pupils to authentic literature. Pupils produce simple reading projects. These are done orally, or via drawing, acting out, etc. 
The teachers' role is large. 
Intensive Reading
Why? Teachers will reinforce phonemic awareness, teach basic and new vocabulary, teach reading strategies and focus on comprehension. Vocabulary is pre-taught.

Pupils prepare simple reading tasks. The whole class reads the same book/story which the teacher has chosen. Teacher's role is large. 
Semi-Extensive Reading
Why? Teachers can enhance awareness and enjoyment of literature, teach pupils how to identify and describe characters, setting and problems and offer solutions. Pupils prepare short reading tasks which can relate to characters, plot, etc. as well as acting out, oral recommendation and so on. Teacher's guidance is necessary but, more capable readers can read on their own. Vocabulary can be pre-taught or can be glossed.
Intermediate Level

Extensive Reading
In ER the choice of books and other reading materials is open or limited by ability and interest. Pre-reading is not necessary unless the pupil is weak. Checking comprehension is not always necessary. Reading strategies and vocabulary are not taught but a dictionary should be available. We Never Test comprehension however, in my opinion, reading tasks and projects should be part of the reading program and they can be done in class or at home.
