More First Lessons ideas

1. Personal relationships / Getting to know you: Finish the sentence: If I were an animal I would be (and then justify!) (Grade 7-8)

2. Write personal things about yourself on the board.  Have kids read silently. Read aloud. Brainstorm words they’d need to write similar things about themselves.  Have them write a few sentences about themselves. (Grade 6) 

3. Trace your hand on the board – 5 fingers.  Over each finger a topic (animal, food, music, color etc.).  They copy.  Inside each finger – they have to write their favorite (animal, food, whatever). Then write sentences (Grade 7-8). Present. 

4. Write four sentences on the board about yourself. Two are true and two false.  Students ask questions about each in order to try to establish which are true. Then students can do the same. 

5. Fill in a personal ID card; then pupils ask each other questions about the items on the card.  They then write out sentences about the items (guided writing).

6. Personal experiences: things they did in the vacation. In groups: tell each other, then choose the most exciting one to present in class.

7.  ‘Treasure Hunt’ through the textbook.  ‘On what page can you find…?’ etc. (any grade)

8. A short talk (in L1) or discussion eliciting pupils’ ideas on the importance of learning English today
