Plenary Lecture:

The myth of multi-tasking and the force of focus

Jeremy Harmer, MA Applied Linguistics, University of Reading, UK

Directions to Eliezer Ben Yehuda School, Nes Ziona:

Coming from Rehovot, Yavne and the south: Drive towards the Kenyoter. At the Kenyoter /Bank HaPoalim junction turn right into Rehov HaBanim. Go straight across the first roundabout. At the first set of lights, turn left. Go straight across the next roundabout. The school is at the next junction on the left hand side.

Coming from Rishon / route 431: Drive south towards Nes Ziona. At the first set of the lights turn left into Rehov Margolin (towards Beer Yaakov). Go straight across 2 sets of lights. Take the next right and follow the road round. The school is on your right.

Coming from Beer Yaakov, Ramla: Go under the bridge of 431, take the first left and follow the road round. The school is on your right.
